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An hour of ’reel' fove

#HE PLAIN NICEST show in town may well be
found above a narrow Soho staircase at 541
Broadway, where, for an hour each night this

weekend, David Gordon’s Pick Up Company falls in
‘and out and in and out of love with just about
everyone in a witty, intelligent, affectionate new
video-theater-dance hybrid called “T.V. Reel”

But don’t let all that hugging fool you. The man

may look soft and furry, but Gordon, who was one of |

the original post-modern pioneers at the Judson
Dance Theater 20 years ago, keeps a formal rigor on
his everyday amiability—and a self-observing
skepticism in the fun. The seven dancers and their
ordinary movements. seem casual, but the visual
patierns and emotional insights are for real.

Better yet, make that “reel’* Gordon is the great
punster of the dance vanguard. “T.V-Reel,” his first
attempt to bring video into his mix, intersperses live

people with (less effectwe) double TV films of them.

The dancers talk, personally, but they switch words

- around like a crossword puzzle made from group-
grope dynamics. Their hugging becomes a partner-
ing hold for an elaborate country-dance reel. Bodies

change places as if on tape loops and rewinds. Mind
games, heartache and technological know-how find a
strange order that seems uniquely for our time. We

‘cannot hold the waves of these changes things keep
- slipping away.

Valda Setterfield, who is Gordon’s wn‘e often
starts the interplay. Everything is intimate; they use
their own names. When someone admits to “falling in
love,” he falls and gets caught. Others fall and catch,
then stop catching. How far do we trust the other guy
before we must catch ourselves? The laughs keep
coming, but we touch honest friendship, betrayal,
jealousy, and the “I-need-you-Go-away” defenses of
today’s not-so-plain ambivalence. Underneath, there
is a slickness. Leave it to Gordon to take a surface

and turn it inside out. . ]
